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Dear Parish Family,

Summerfest 2016 was great!

Because it was a festival, when the police were called, they responded in large numbers and dispersed those involved.  Please know that the problem was largely confined to the Bosart entrance near the paper receptacles.  I believe that many of the people in our area of the festival did not even know there was a problem, and most of the people riding the rides were unaffected by it.  However, for the remainder of the festival, that entrance was closed, and we hired extra security.  There were no problems Saturday or Sunday.

Each year, as Summerfest approaches, it seems as though everyone becomes involved:  festival volunteers, parishioners selling raffle tickets, and parishioners coming to the festival and encouraging others to come.  Some of those who just became Catholic at the Easter Vigil as well as some newly registered parishioners were among our volunteers this year.  Special thanks to them. 

At the same time, I am always amazed by the number of volunteers who are here throughout the entire festival, several of whom could be seen working in several different booths at different times and many of whom took vacation time from their jobs to help with Summerfest.   In addition, some of these were the same people who worked hard both on set-up and take-down.  Sunday night some members of the take-down crew were here until 10:30 p.m., long after most of the festival goers and festival workers had gone home.  Special thanks to them.  

One group of volunteers that works very hard and very long hours behind the scenes is the group that works in the counting room.  Careful management of all monies going out and coming in is critical to the success of the festival.  Special thanks to them.

We also have to be grateful to all our sponsors and to all those who donate goods and services for the Silent Auction especially our friends at the Steer-In for providing the beef and noodles dinner Saturday evening.  The Silent Auction committee begins their work in January of each year in order to assemble the items for the auction.  The Silent Auction is the largest profit producing part of the festival.   Special thanks to them.

Likewise, a successful festival requires a strong Festival Committee.  Special thanks go to all the members of Festival Committee.  Their advance work contributes greatly to the success of the festival.  Also, during Summerfest, all the members of the Festival Committee play leadership rolls.  Special thanks to them. 


Although it takes everyone’s efforts to make the festival successful, we all should extend special thanks to Tom Costello. As Director of Stewardship and Administration, Tom assumes primary responsibility for the festival.  Not only does he assume primary responsibility for Summerfest, he plays a leadership or volunteer role in so many areas of the festival.  Consequently, before, during, and after Summerfest, he works incredibly long hours.  Extra special thanks to him.

Finally, let us all be grateful to God for his continued gifts to Little Flower.  This week let us especially thank him for the commitment and dedication of Little Flower parishioners and for the good weather during Summerfest 2016.  Because of the community we build and what we accomplish during Summerfest, I would argue that Summerfest reveals the face of God to us.
