Once again this year, I am 
extremely grateful for the ongoing support we continue to receive in all three areas of stewardship: 
time (prayer), talent (ministry), and treasure (finance).  These gifts are not only our way of giving 
thanks for all that God has given us, but also they are a response to God’s call to live our Baptism 
and carry on the ministry and mission of Jesus.  Because of your generosity, Little Flower continues 
to live and proclaim the Gospel on the Eastside of Indianapolis and to be the anchor of this 
neighborhood.

I am always pleased to hear about the various ways that our parishioners contribute to Little Flower 
in all three areas of stewardship.  I believe that all three areas are equally vital for a parish not 
only to survive but to thrive. We are all very fortunate that Little Flower offers many ways for its 
parishioners to demonstrate their strengths in time, talent, and treasure.

Each year we ask parishioners to complete their parish stewardship commitment cards and return 
them to us.  For the last several years we have experienced a decrease in the number of cards 
returned.  Therefore, in an effort to make this task easier for more people, we are moving to an 
online platform for your stewardship commitment.  That being said, for those who do not have 
internet access or otherwise need a paper version of the card, that option still exists.

You will find the online version of the annual stewardship commitment card on the home page of 
www.littleflowerparish.org.  There will be a link to the document which will walk you through 
the information in a step-by-step fashion with links to supporting documents available if you need 
them.  I would like to encourage all of you who are able to complete your stewardship card online.  
Once the information is submitted we will be able to record the information in an organized fashion.

For those who need the paper version of the stewardship card, they will be available at all of the 
church doors and in the parish office.  If you would like the stewardship card to be mailed to you, 
please call Jeannie in the parish office at 317-357-8352 and she will happily send it.

Enclosed with this letter you will find helpful ideas for the stewardship of time and a list of all 
the ministries where you can offer your stewardship of talent.  You will also find a flyer for the 
upcoming Ministry Fair where you will have an opportunity to learn about all of the various ways 
you can get involved in the parish and also get a free breakfast!
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Also enclosed in this mailing is information about making your regular parish financial contributions 
through electronic funds transfer, that is, through automatic withdrawal from your designated bank 
account or automatic charges to your credit card.  One advantage of using this service is that you are 
able to meet your commitment even when you are unable to attend Mass in person at Little Flower.  
Please consider this information as well. 

I would ask that each of you prayerfully consider your commitments of time, talent, and treasure to 
Little Flower and how you will respond to Christ’s call for stewardship.

Intention Sunday will be the weekend of February 26 and 27.  On this weekend we hope to see 
many online cards completed.  If you have a paper version, you may drop your card in the regular 
collection or send it by mail.
